Half-day Tour to Sintra,
Cabo da Roca, Cascais and Estoril

10:00 - 15:00  Departure to Sintra, a small delightful town in the forest covered
Mountain of Sintra, immortalized as "Glorious Eden” by the famous
poet Lord Byron.
